NEW 2008 RV PARKING POLICY

TO GAIN ENTRY TO THE FACILITY, THE RV PASS MUST BE DISPLAYED FROM THE
REARVIEW MIRROR OR FRONT WINDOW, SO IT CAN BE READ FROM THE OUTSIDE.

****RV’S MUST BE SELF-CONTAINED IN ALL RV AREAS. (NOTE: AUTOMOBILES, PICK-UPS,
BOX TRUCKS, TENTS, TENT TRAILERS, ETC., ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE).****

HAVE YOUR WATER TANKS FULL, YOUR HOLDING TANKS EMPTY AND CONSERVE USE OF
EACH. If you are renting a RV, be sure to check your water and holding tanks prior to arrival at the track.
****Eor a charge of $50, a pumping service for wastewater and sewage will be available.
ARRANGEMENTS FOR THIS SERVICE MUST BE MADE IN ADVANCE by calling Emergency
Services at (618)261-2500.****

RV IS A DRY CAMP

IMPORTANT INFO FOR ALL RECREATIONAL VEHICLES

1. Please park at a 90° angle to the track to make room for your fellow campers.

2. Each RV spot is limited to 15’ x 50°; you must stay within those boundaries. This will be
strictly enforced. There is a height restriction of 18’. This includes items on top of the
RV (flags, etc.).

3. Under no circumstances shall anyone discharge waste, water or sewage to the ground or
outside the vehicle. Use trash cans or portable toilets in your RV area. Violators are subject
to written citation and will have to leave the circuit. THIS WILL BE ENFORCED.

4. No direct outside lights showing 1 hour after the event is over. Please maintain quiet 1 hour
after the event is over. No one will be allowed to enter or exit the RV area 1 hour after the
event is over (except for emergencies).

5. Ovations Food Service the Exclusive Food & Beverage provider for Gateway International
Raceway will offer beverages to be delivered to your specific spot as well as a special menu
for food. You can make these arrangements in advance or on race days during normal
operating hours by calling Lisa Bussan from Ovations @ 618-875-7541

6. All trash is to be carried away with you — or placed inside trash containers in your area.

7. Only propane BBQ’s will be allowed (No charcoal or wood burning allowed) BBQ’s must be
five (5) feet away from any structure or vehicle. NO GROUND FIRES!

8. Check out time is no earlier than 1 hour after the checkered flag, but you are not required to
leave until Sunday, July 22, 2007 at noon.

9. Support vehicles with passes accompanying RV’s must park well back of the RV parking
areas. No exceptions.

10. No dogs allowed in the facility, with the exception of seeing eye dogs or working dogs!



11. DUE TO SAFETY CONCERNS, NO MOTORIZED VEHICLES (i.e., golf
carts, scooters, ATV’s, etc.) WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE PROPERTY FOR
USE BY SPECTATORS, NO EXCEPTIONS. Also, the use of bicycles,
rollerblades, push scooters, etc. (especially by children) must be adult supervised
and only in the immediate area of your RV.
